Shopmobility 

Shopmobility is a scheme for people with limited mobility. The scheme allows users to borrow self-propelled or battery-operated wheelchairs, as well as battery-powered scooters.  

The scheme is free, provided by Charnwood Borough Council, and is located in the Town Hall Passage.

Shopmobility is open Monday to Saturday from 10am–4pm.  The last time for the loan of a vehicle is 3pm.  To avoid disappointment, book in advance. 

If there is difficultly in getting to the Town Hall, there is a service, which runs on Friday mornings, that will provide transport from home to the Shopmobility centre and back again. This service is provided for a small fare and concessionary passes and vouchers are also acceptable as payment.

Thursday Door-to-Door Service

The Thursday Door-to-Door Service will collect passengers who have limited mobility or no access to public transport from their homes and take them to John Storer House or Shopmobility. The bus will start picking up passengers living in the Loughborough area from 8.30am onwards. After dropping the Loughborough passengers off in Town, the bus will go out to collect passengers from the villages at approx 10.30am. The return journey for Loughborough passengers begins at approx 1pm and the village passengers at approx 2.30pm.

Fares are between £1.10 and £2.90 return, depending where the person lives.  Concessionary passes and vouchers are accepted.

Luncheon Clubs

John Storer House offers weekly lunch clubs on a Tuesday, Wednesday and Friday. The Wednesday Lunch Club also offers the opportunity to play a game of Bingo. Door-to-door transport is available for people who would like the opportunity to get out for lunch and meet up with other people.
