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The Mayor of Charnwood joined with the VAC Community Development
Team, Martin Gage, Community Development Consultant, Tom Kiernan,
Charnwood Borough Council, and local volunteers to celebrate the
completion of the latest Local Community Audit.

The survey involved volunteers in neighbourhoods in Charnwood
interviewing local people about how they feel about living in the area.
The results will influence activities initiated by Charnwood Borough
Council and Voluntary Action Charnwood.

Neil Lambert welcomed the volunteers to John Storer House and
thanked them saying, “The information you have collected, in person, is
much more valuable than anonymous surveys. It will help us to
understand what people want, and how to get them involved.”

ClIr Jill Vincent, Mayor of Charnwood, added her appreciation of the
important work undertaken by local volunteers within their local
community.

Following their meal the group were invited to take part in an interactive
game devised by Martin Gage to build social capital between the
different neighbourhoods by asking about hidden “treasures”.

It is anticipated that further audits will be undertaken later this year and
again in 2011 to compare what people feel about their communities, and
what changes they like, or want, or to identify new needs.
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
