An Update on the Merger from Voluntary Action Charnwood

My apologies to any avid readers who have
been kept waiting for Charnword to appear.
Publication of this edition was delayed to be
able to report on decisions affecting the merger
of the Volunteer Centres across the borough.
We had hoped to report that everything was
going as planned. However, Syston and District
Volunteer Centre members have, at least for
the time being, decided not to dissolve their
organisation. Discussions will now be held to
clarify what will happen instead.

In contrast, Shepshed did agree and therefore
plans continue apace for the transfer of the
employment of staff to Voluntary Action
Charnwood, (formerly Charnwood CVS.)

Voluntary Action Charnwood will continue to
deliver services across the whole borough,

and many aspects of our plans are unaffected.
Our new publicity is being finalised in March
and will be out with you as soon as possible.

The Transport services will be expanded in
Loughborough due to Loughborough
Community Care handing over their work to
us. Dial-a-Ride will come under our
management, and we shall seek to increase
the number of volunteers and journeys handled.
Obviously, we also expect better co-ordination
of car and bus journeys, so that new routes
and destinations may now become possible.

We are also increasing the support we offer
to people in communities across the borough,
who wish to engage in active citizenship.
Working with both the borough and county
councils, we shall channel people to forums
and networks and help them to influence the
planning and delivery of public services.

Voluntary Action Charnwood has recently
negotiated a new Commissioning Agreement,
using the new standards set by NAVCA,
National Association for Voluntary and
Community Action, our national body, with
Leicestershire County Council. The Agreement
puts forwards a plan of work for the next year
with agreed ‘out comes’ and how to deliver
them by ‘out puts’.

Part of the plan to expand the Capacity
Building service involves linking up with
colleagues in Shepshed and Syston Volunteer
Centres. Information and Marketing will be
provided from volunteer centres in addition to
our base at John Storer House, Loughborough.

There are further requirements to identity
unmet needs and develop work in the villages
and towns in Charnwood. Also to take the
work with CVS Community Partnership and
Leicestershire Together forward, to measure
and improve ‘social capital’ in three wards in

Charnwood: Loughborough Hastings, Syston
West and The Wolds.

‘Charnword’ going quarterly will help us achieve
the additional requirements of the
Commissioning Agreement.

It is planned that Charnword will be published
in February, May, August and November.
